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Rules, Eligibility, & Credits Iowa Fellowship of
Photography

1. The "Fellowship Award Committee" shall
be appointed by the President of the PP of I
and approved by the Board of Directors.
a. The Committee shall have a chairman
and committee members as needed.
b. Each member shall serve for three years.
c. Committee members may succeed
themselves.
d. The terms of the committee members
shall run concurrently with the offices of PP
of I.
e. It will be the responsibility of the chairper-
son to maintain all records, distribute all
credit certificates, and maintain a supply of
necessary forms, supply of medallions, and
any items necessary to manage the fellow-
ship program.
f. The Chairperson may enlist the help of the
Executive Sec if approved by the Board.

2. To receive the Associate Fellow of
Photography (A.F.Ph.) Award, a recipient
must have earned not less than eight (8)
service credits and not less than eight (8)
print credits.

3. To receive the Fellow of Photography
(F.Ph.) award, a recipient must have
earned not less than fifteen (15) service
credits and not less than fifteen (15) print
credits.

4. Credits used to obtain the Associate
Fellow of Photography Award may also be
used toward the accumulated total for the
Fellow of Photography Award and Service
Award.

5. Any member performing in state as a
convention speaker, state-affiliated seminar
speaker or workshop instructor must provide
the Fellowship Committee proof of perfor-
mance to receive credit.

6. Print credits are earned only by winning
print awards at the annual print judging of
the Professional Photographers of Iowa or
Heart of America.

7. The Fellowship committee shall check the
records after the Fall Event to determine
who will be eligible to receive awards and
shall submit a list of applicants to the Board
of Directors of the PP of I for their two-thirds
majority approval; applicants, based on
credits earned, become eligible to receive
Fellowship Awards at the Winter Event
immediately following the year in which
they receive the accumulative total for
their respective awards.

8. The Honorary Fellow of Photography
Award shall be recommended by the
Fellowship Committee and approved by a
two-thirds majority vote of the Board of
Directors of the PP of I.

In this day and age when businesses come and go in the blink of an eye, in an industry that changes almost
daily, American Color Imaging is turning the page on its 40th year.

American Color, located in Cedar Falls, Iowa, officially celebrated its 40th year in the professional photo fin-
ishing business in May of this year. Founded in 1967 by Don Lohnes, ACI was built on a commitment to stay-
ing on the leading edge of technology.

While ACI still handles film, today digital photographic imaging is the core of its business, followed closely by
their digital offset printing division that re-emerged at ACI about 2 years ago.

“We’ve been involved with digital offset printing from its infancy almost 12 years ago.” explained Lane. “Now
in the last few years, short run printing for marketing materials and books has really come into it’s own. We’ve
met the ever-increasing demand by putting in 2 state-of-the-art digital offset printing presses. That really
makes us a complete full -service pro lab where the possibilities are endless. “

To accommodate their continual growth ACI has recently embarked on an ambitious expansion of its cur-
rent production facility, adding over 10,000 square feet. Which will give them the room they need to imple-
ment some exciting products and services that are already in the works. “Innovation is the key,” said Lane.”
You have to be constantly looking at what photographers are doing and come up with new products and
services to meet and exceed their needs.” That’s exactly what American Color has been doing for 40
years and counting.

“It’s like running in a continual marathon” - explained Lane. “In order to stay in the race, you have to set a
fast pace - or you’ll have to eventual-
ly drop out.”
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
